
TRIPWIRE NAILS 5 IN TICKET VENDING MACHINE THEFTS

Tripwire cameras were yesterday applauded for breaking a ring of car parking meter thefts in the
(withheld) district.
$76,000 in damaged parking metres and a yet to be determined cash amount were causing (Withheld)
City Council serious grief.

The offenders took to the cities parking metres which can hold thousands of dollars at any one time
with oxy acetylene torches, cutting the cash boxes open during the early hours of morning.

The council moved its two Tripwire cameras to two locations and within a week of deployment had
the first images live of the equipment in use with the offenders on site.

Within 3 minutes the (Withheld) Police were on site and arrested 2 men with two escaping. The
Police knowing the other two offenders expected them to be picked up later that morning.
The 9 TVM’s previously damaged and robbed expect to have contained several thousand dollars in
coins which is yet to be determined and totaled.
